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The division of these two statements into one law and one hypothesis is due
to Riker, who claims that the first is a generalization which can be backed by
formal reasoning, whereas the second is an easily falsifiable contingent
generalization about the cases actually studied by Duverger. One view voiced by
G. Tullock is that ‘Duverger's Law is true, but it may take 200 years to work
itself out'.
